The women working there are
mostly deprived of the basic needs for
which they have to step in the business of
prostitution whereas some are thrown into

this forcefully. Unlike other women they
also have family and kids of whom they
have to take care of. They have to sell their
bodies just to over come the poverty in
which they were living and the men out
here are greedy enough to buy it.
Approximately 70-80% human trafficking
is for sex where 50% are children. A
human trafficker buys girl and then sell her
to pimp who can sell her again or can make
her slave for the business.

We live in a country where a politician
referred rape as mistake by men and our
youth justifies prostitution as the solution
of prohibiting rape, the backing up point
was mentioned that if a man will be
satisfied sexually he would not lust over
the women which will prevent the rape.

Indirectly, no matter what happens
some or the other women have to be the
victim either by getting raped or by
selling her body.

Every political party during the election
offer several of leverages to different
communities on the basis of cast,
religion, region etc. but nobody talks
about the these women who really need
the basic necessities & rights to live
freely in an independent country.

Crypto currency trading has captured the imagination of
investors of worldwide, due to sudden hike in the value of
“Bitcoin”,the first ever discovered digital currency in 2008 by
still an unidentified investor(s) who goes by the name of
“Satoshi Nakamoto™.

On 1st April 2017, Japan has officially legitimate the Bitcoin
and other crypto currencies too. Afterwards other countries
like USA, South Korea and China have legitimate it.

Several Indians are also investing in Bitcoin and through
cryptocurrencies such as Ripple, Neo,Centra,etc. via various
apps like Zebpay,IQ Option, Unocoin, etc. Despite according
to Koinex- a trading platform for crypto currencies, Bitcoin
trading is confronting opposition from banks and payment
services operators.
