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Indian Democracy - A Silent Dictatorship

democracy as something that gives the
weak the same chance as the strong”. For a
lay man democracy is nothing but his
chance to see the estate work according to
him. As for the definition, democracy is the
system in which the polity are given
decision making rights to elect their
representatives who will deal in political
affairs of the country for its citizens.

These
lists targets the most extreme need of the
society. Those needs are not satisfied and
are hooked up on the political notices to be
again promised or used in the next elections.
As for the government being a dictator. We
all know deep inside that on the charming
label of brand “democracy” the inferior
product of dictatorship is delivered. The
leaders elected by us in the name of
government does what they want to do with

a clean chit. The ways adopted by them for
smooth functioning of the society makes it
rougher for citizens. The public issues are
not treated well and the welfare money from
taxes is not used for it but to choke the party
funds. From the major plants of problems
one is corruption which we try to uproot it at
once it may backfire for sure. A slow
comprehensive process of changing
people’s mind-sets and turning individual
interests to social interest must be adopted.
Basically there is nothing what a
government could do but to take some
calculative measures to supress corruption.

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IT is being said that youth are the upcoming
leaders of the country who will bring
country to the top level. But the recent
incident at JNU campus by the student
union had brought trauma in India. The INU
incident had spread across the whole
country and many views were given by the
people about the same.

According to this, on 9th February 2016, a
small event titled “the country without post
office” was organized by Kashmiri’s at JNU
campus. It was said that event was held for
self-democratic right against judicial killing
of Afzal Guru (the Master-Mind of
Parliament Attack). This whole event was

supported by Leftist Party and student
union. Student Union President Kanhayia
Kumar was arrested in connection with this,
under the case of sedition. On the same day
Umar Khalid disappeared. Kanhaiya
Kumar and some other journalists were
beaten up by the group of the lawyers at the
Patiala Court. Later on Bassi explained this
all as a “minor incident”. On 17th February
2016 Kanhaiya was brought to court where
he gets the order of 14 days police custody
and later on he was bailed for 6 months
under some restriction. Investigation is still
upon him. On 21st February 2016 Umar
Khalid appeared in media to convinced

public that he is an innocent. Finally on 23rd
February Umar Khalid surrender himself to
the court.

This whole process of event is the result of
misuse of public rights, that is, freedom of
expression. But the culprit students forget
that our freedom of speech is not absolute. It
does bound with some restrictions.

On the other hand government should
assure that this incident had only paused
here but the mind of the youths had not been
STOPPED. If this continued, might lead to
the partition of the country in the FUTURE.
