UGC has included
student feedback in

the promotion criteria. However,
teachers are calling this a “retrograde
step of quantification of the teaching-
learning process”.

Interestingly, the point based system or
the Academic Performance Indicators
(API) under the Performance Based
Appraisal System (PBAS) mooted by
the UGC came under severe criticism
from teachers with Delhi University
taking the lead. The Commission in
2010 instituted a revisit committee
which included Vice Chancellors of
Jamia Millia Islamia and DU, Najeeb Jung
and Dinesh Singh, respectively. The
committee recommended doing away with
the points system and extending the term of
college principals from the proposed five
years to 10. But none of the proposals are
included in the amended document.

F.B. Morse in 1835 and G
Marconi in 1893would not
have thought of their
discovery being extinct in

coming years while
inventing the telegraph
services. Many countries
have ceased the telegram
services because of the new
technologies and identifying
new ideas to continue it.
India's state-owned telecom
Bharat Sanchar
Nigam Limited, has been

holding out as other
countries around the world
retire their antiquated
telegraph services but finally
announced the closing of the
services from 15" July 2013.
India has stopped telegram
services after 170 years of its
invention. Thus an era of
mass communications will
end that started almost 170
years ago. On May 24, 1844
Samuel Morse sent the first
telegram from the old
Supreme Court chamber in
the U.S. Capital to his
partner in Baltimore, with
the message, "What hat God

wrought?"
according to
About.com.
Although
m a n y
countries
have closed
the telegram
services and
more to close
it soon but still it is useful in
some of the areas where it
can't lose importance.
Interior and Tribal areas
where new technologies had
not yet arrived the old
technologies still prevails.
This service is still useful in
Military. The signal core can
use it (Morse code) vastly
because this service has
become extinct in several
countries and more will stop
innext few years.

The telegram still has its fans
in India. Soldiers routinely
use telegrams to exchange
news with their families
from remote outposts. And
one frequent user, A.P.
Tripathi who runs an anti-
corruption nonprofit says
the loss of the service will be
a disaster for

example," he said, "a
telegram to a court
informing them of illegal
detention of a citizen by the
police is taken as a writ
petition." Tripathi even
threatened to go on a
Gandhian fast if the
company doesn't reverse its
decision to close the service.
India's telegraph service is
still sending about 5,000
messages a day, but the
service with just 75 offices
and 998 employees is a
shadow of its former self. At
its peak in 1985, the service
was relaying 60 million
telegrams a year from
45,000 offices, employing
12,500 people. In the U.S.,
Western Union shuttered its
telegram service seven years
ago.

Now India, where the last
telegraph lines have lines
have operated for almost as
long as they have in
America, will be ending the
service, seeing how the
smart phone has taken over
communications in even the

remotest regions.

merits and credentials of the applicants
based on weightages given to the
performance of the candidate in different
relevant dimensions and his/ her
performance on a scoring system proforma,
based on the academic performance
indicators as provided in this regulation,”
the amendment reads.

Teachers’ groups have now come out in
criticism of the move by the commission.
“We were given the impression that the
recommendations of the revisit committee
to abolish the points system have been
accepted. It is a big letdown,” Academics
for Action and Development chairman J
Khuntia said.

Former EC member and vice-chairman
of AAD Shiba C Panda criticized the
student feedback system. “The stipulated
parameter on students’ feedback is highly
obnoxious... We are opposed to any such
measure as it has high potential for misuse,”
he said. Demanding an extension of the
earlier regulation to June 2013, AAD
general secretary Rajiv Verma said, “We
are writing to the President, who is also
