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Significance of the
Obama second visit to India

President Obama and his Indian counterpart broke through a
five-year impasse to pave the way for American companies to
build nuclear power plants here as the two countries sought to
transform a fraught geopolitical relationship into a fresh
partnership for anew era of cooperation.

Opening a three-day visit amid pomp and pageantry, Mr. Obama
moved to clear away old disputes that have stalled progress
toward an alignment between the world’s largest and most
powerful democracies, a goal that has eluded the last three
American presidents. Few obstacles to that have been more
nettlesome in recent years than the deadlock over nuclear
power.

During the first Modi-Obama Summit turned out to be highly
successful step in renewing the cordial ties between New Delhi
and Washington. Firstly, Very rarely countries issue joint vision
statements before the summit and in this case the issuance of a
joint Indo-US vision statement raised expectations that the final
outcome of the summit would be a positive one. Secondly,
President Obama and Prime Minister Modi co-authored an
article that was published in the influential Washington Post that
hinted at better days to come in the diplomatic ties between the
two countries. After the summit, a joint statement issued by the
two leaders, moreover, contained language that indicated
India’s boldness in taking clear positions and the determination
of the two leaders to address certain crucial issues in the current
global scenario. The first one was related to the need to tackle
the menace created by the ISIS the West Asian region and the
second one was about political turbulence in the South China
Searaising uncertainties over freedom of navigation.

The amity between the two leaders was palpable from the start
as Mr. Modi broke with protocol to greet Mr. Obama at the
airport with a warm handshake and hug. During their later
public appearance, Mr. Modi referred to the president as
“Barack’ and thanked him for his “deep personal commitment”
to their friendship.During his visit to India, Obama also became
the first US president to attend the spectacular military and
cultural display in a sign of the nations' growing closeness.
Obama's trip didn't go unnoticed in China, where foreign
ministry spokeswoman Hua Chunying said U.S.-India relations
"could promote mutual trust and cooperation in the region." But
the state-run news agency Xinhua dismissed Obama's visit as
"more symbolic than pragmatic, given the long-standing
division between the two giants, which may be as huge as the
distance between them."

Modi’s economic vision for India, his robust economic
diplomacy and the value of the Indian market for US companies
provide the required pull-factor for President Obama’s visit to
India in January 2015. It is only appropriate to say that an
American President’s presence in the Republic Day celebration
in India was long-awaited necessity. It will be an inspiration for
other democracies and add value to role of democracy in world
affairs. In the world of diplomacy, symbols are as important as
substance.
