June 9, 1898 - The British signed a 99-year
lease for Hong Kong, located on the
southeastern coast of China. Hong Kong,
consisting of an area measuring 400 square
miles, was administered as a British Crown
Colony until July 1, 1997, when its
sovereignty reverted to the People's
Republic of China.

June 12, 1898 - The Philippines declared
their independence from Spain. The islands
were named after King Philip II. Once freed
from Spain, the islands were then invaded
and occupied by U.S. forces. They became
an American colony and remained so until
after World War I1.

June 28, 1914 - Archduke Francis
Ferdinand, Crown Prince of Austria and his
wife were assassinated at Sarajevo, touching
off a conflict between the Austro-Hungarian
government and Serbia that escalated into
World War L.

June 22, 1918 - A Michigan Central
Railroad troop train struck the rear of the
Hagenbeck-Wallace Circus train in Ivanhoe,
Indiana. Fifty-three circus performers were
killed. Of the circus animals not killed, most
were maimed and had to be destroyed. The
performers, of whom only three could be
identified, were buried in a mass grave.

June 28, 1919 - The signing of the Treaty of
Versailles formally ended World War I.
According to the terms, Germany was
assessed sole blame for the war, forced give
up Alsace-Lorraine and overseas colonies,
and pay reparations of $15 Billion. The
treaty also prohibited German rearmament.

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Dealing with competition: Acquisitions as a growth mantra
adopted hy Indian e-commerce industry

Acquisitions have become a popular
business strategy for companies looking
to gain a competitive edge, or acquire new
technologies and skill sets. In the case of
e-commerce, a competitive threat
compels a defensive move to get bigger,
faster. To become bigger firms have to
acquire other firms in a bid to have a
higher customer base, more facilities, and
more funds and so on.

One of the companies in news is the
largest e-commerce company in India,
Flipkart. It acquired Myntra, which
acquired Jabong and the strategy
continues by acquiring payments services
like PhonePe, Indian business of ebay and
currently the bid to acquire snapdeal.

But beyond the numbers, why do
acquisitions make headlines? Putting it
simply, acquisitions help get capabilities
which they do not possess. In India, e-
commerce - the poster boy of the startup
ecosystem -has seen unicorns being
amply backed by acquisitions of startups
invarious sectors.

Mostly, acquisitions happen because of
the acquired company's (lack of and)
inability to raise more funds. Very often,
rivals are acquired to weed out
competition as well. (An exception in
Indian e-commerce history to both of
these statements might be Flipkart's
acquisition of Myntra for over $300
millionin2014.)

In China, the acquisition of world's most
highly valued startup cab aggregator
platform Uber- by Alibaba-backed
DidiChuxing in August 2016 was a classic
example of keeping your enemies closer.
In fact, the development had a rippling
effect in India speculations were strong
that Uber might now acquire its Indian
rival Ola, thereby eliminating
competition and establishing itself as the
market leader in their biggest market in
Asia. However, there has been no
developments on that front, although
there have been reports of Uber buying
Meru Cabs earlier.
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Myntra acquiring Jabong is another
instance where the better-off company
acquires its smaller rival. Once reported to
have been in talks with Amazon for a
buyout at a valuation of $1.2 billion,
Jabong had a tough two years with lack of
capital and leadership changes. The
Rocket Internet-backed fashion portal
built itself back from the ruins this year,
and closed deal with Snapdeal for
acquisition, as its parent was keen to exit.
Flipkart-Myntra-Jabong alliance now has
an undeniable upper hand in online
fashion in India, without building or
acquiring a new technology or category
perse.
The fact remains that acquisitions are
intended to boost a company's sales and
organic growth.
The past 12 months have seen amazing
additions in e-commerce empowered by
technology be it in payments, logistics,
or customer experience and this will
continue as the war amongst these firms to
become bigger and stronger is getting
wilder and wilder particularly in case of
Flipkart and Amazon.
