The objectives of the workshop were to
understand the essential characteristics of
tool used for test automation; to motivate
and enrich the students to take testing as a
career; to identify any defects injected by
programmers and not detected in normal
debugging and to study the code to ensure
that each and every line of code is tested.
The workshop was divided into four
modules. First module Introduction to SQT
includes Introduction to Testing, Quality
Assurance & Quality Control; Software
Development Life Cycle (SDLC);
Introduction Software Testing Techniques
(Black Box, White Box, Grey Box) and
Testing Levels. Second module Manual
Testing comprises of Understanding
Software Test Life Cycle (STLC);
Identifying Testing Artifact (Test Plan,
Designing Test Cases, Optimizing Test
Cases); Executing Testing Artifacts and
BugLife Cycle

Module 3 Introduction to Automated testing
Tools includes Quick Test Professional
(QTP); Load Runner (LR); Quality Center
(QC) where as Module 4 features for the
Future, Scope & Career in SQT.

The students come to know about various
test processes and continuous quality
improvement; Types of errors and fault
models; Methods of test generation from
requirements; Behavior modeling using
UML: Finite state machines (FSM); Test
generation from FSM models; Input space
