The coronavirus disease (COVID -19) pandemic, which
originated in the city of Wuhan, China, has quickly spread
to various countries, with many cases having been
reported worldwide. As of May 8th, 2020, in India, 56,342
positive cases have been reported. India, with a population
of more than 1.34 billion the second largest population in
the world will have difficulty in controlling the
transmission of severe acute respiratory syndrome
coronavirus 2 among its population. Multiple strategies
would be highly necessary to handle the current outbreak;
these include computational modeling, statistical tools,
and quantitative analyses to control the spread as well as
the rapid development of a new treatment. The Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare of India has raised awareness
about the recent outbreak and has taken necessary actions
to control the spread of COVID-19. The central and state
governments are taking several measures and formulating
several wartime protocols to achieve this goal. Moreover,
the Indian government implemented a 55-days lockdown
throughout the country that started on March 25th, 2020,
to reduce the transmission of the virus. This outbreak is
inextricably linked to the economy of the nation, as it has
dramatically impeded industrial sectors because people
worldwide are currently cautious about engaging in
business in the affected regions.

was first identified in December 2019 in Wuhan city,
China, and later spread to many provinces in China. As of
May 8th, 2020, the World Health Organization (WHO)
had documented 3,759,967 positive COVID -19 cases,
and the death toll attributed to COVID-19 had reached
259,474 worldwide. So far, more than 212 countries and
territories have confirmed cases of SARS-CoV-2
infection. On January 30th, 2020, the WHO declared
COVID-19 a Public Health Emergency of International
Concern. The first SARS-CoV-2 positive case in India
was reported in the state of Kerala on January 30th, 2020.
Subsequently, the number of cases drastically rose.
According to the press release by the Indian Council of
Medical Research (ICMR) on May 8th, 2020, a total of
14,37,788 suspected samples had been sent to the National
Institute of Virology (NIV), Pune, and a related testing
laboratory. Among them, 56,342 cases tested positive for
SARS-CoV-2. A state-wise distribution of positive cases
until May 8th, 2020, is listed in, and the cases have been
depicted on an Indian map. Nearly 197,192 Indians have
recently been repatriated from affected regions, and more
than 1,393,301 passengers have been screened for SARS-
CoV-2 at Indian airports, with 111 positive cases observed
among foreign nationals . As of May 8th, 2020,
Maharashtra, Delhi, and Gujarat states were reported to be
hotspots for COVID-19 with 17,974, 5,980, and 7,012
confirmed cases, respectively. To date, 16,540 patients

have recovered, and 1,886 deaths have been reported in
India. To impose social distancing, the “Janata curfew”
(14-h lockdown) was ordered on March 22nd, 2020. A
further lockdown was initiated for 21 days, starting on
March 25th, 2020, and the same was extended until May
3rd, 2020, but, owing to an increasing number of positive
cases, the lockdown has been extended for the third time
until May 17th, 2020. Currently, out of 32 states and eight
union territories in India, 26 states and six union territories
have reported COVID-19 cases. Additionally, the health
ministry has identified 130 districts as hotspot zones or
red zones, 284 as orange zones (with few SARS-CoV-2
infections), and 319 as green zones (no SARS-CoV-2
infection) as of May 4th, 2020. These hotspot districts
have been identified to report more than 80% of the cases
across the nation. Nineteen districts in Uttar Pradesh are
identified as hotspot districts, and this was followed by 14
and 12 districts in Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu,
respectively. The complete lockdown was implemented in
these containment zones to stop/limit community
transmission. As of May 8th, 2020, 310 government
laboratories and 111 private laboratories across the
country were involved in SARS-CoV-2 testing. As per
ICMR report, 14,37,788 samples were tested till date,
which is 1.04 per thousand people.

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Artificial intelligence - the future

The modern definition of artificial
intelligence (or Al) is "the study and design of
intelligent agents" where an intelligent agent
is a system that perceives its environment and
takes actions which maximizes its chances of
success. John McCarthy, who coined the term
in 1956, defines it as "the science and
engineering of making
intelligent machines."

Other names for the
field have been
proposed, such as
computational

facial recognition and many others.
Computational intelligence Computational
intelligence involves iterative development or
learning (e.g., parameter tuning in
connectionist systems). Learning is based on
empirical data and is associated with non-
symbolic AL, scruffy Al and soft computing.

The term
artificial intelligence
is also used to describe
a property of machines
or programs: the
intelligence that the
system demonstrates.
Al research uses tools
and insights from
many fields, including
computer science,
psychology,
philosophy, neuroscience, cognitive science,
linguistics, operations research, economics,
control theory, probability, optimization and
logic. Al research also overlaps with tasks
such as robotics, control systems, scheduling,
data mining, logistics, speech recognition,

Subjects in computational intelligence as
defined by IEEE Computational Intelligence
Society mainly include: Neural networks:
trainable systems with very strong pattern
recognition capabilities. Fuzzy systems:
techniques for reasoning under uncertainty,
have been widely used in modern industrial

and consumer product control systems;
capable of working with concepts such as
'hot', 'cold', 'warm' and 'boiling'. Evolutionary
computation: applies biologically inspired
concepts such as populations, mutation and
survival of the fittest to generate increasingly
better solutions to the problem. These
methods most notably
divide into
evolutionary
algorithms (e.g.,
genetic algorithms)
and swarm
intelligence (e.g., ant
algorithms). With
hybrid intelligent
systems, attempts are
made to combine these
two groups. Expert
inference rules can be
generated through
neural network or
production rules from
statistical learning
such as in ACT-R or
CLARION. It is
thought that the human
brain uses multiple
techniques to both formulate and cross-check
results. Thus, systems integration is seen as
promising and perhaps necessary for true Al,
especially the integration of symbolic and
connectionist models.

RESERVATION

Policy
in

INDIA

The provisions available in the Constitution of India, based on which
orders relating to reservations in services for Scheduled Castes (SCs),
Scheduled Tribes (STs) and other Backward Classes (OBCs) have
been issued by Department of Personnel & Training and Ministries of
Social Justice of Government of India. The provisions made in the
Articles 16, 335, 338, 340, 341 & 342 of the Constitution relate to
reservation, protection and safeguards, in public employment in
respect of the persons belonging to the SCs/STs and other backward
classes. Article 16 enables the 'State' to make provisions for
reservation of appointments or posts in favour of SCs, STs and OBCs.
However, the detailed provisions regarding the quantum and the
applicability of reservation in appointment or posts are governed by
the orders issued from time to time by the Department of Personnel
&Training, Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pension,
Government of India. The applicability of reservation orders is
dependent on the method of recruitment. Not only the percentage of
reservation but also the procedure of the application of reservation will
depend and vary according to the method of recruitment. However the
job reservation policy has three important flaws. First, it has a
"discriminatory bias against Muslims who do not benefit from such
policies". Second, it emphasises caste or tribe rather then income
orwealth: The goal of reservation in India has been to bring about an
improvement in the welfare who, historically, have been economically
and socially depressed. But, in arriving at this judgement about who

should be eligible for reservation, the criterion has been a person's
caste rather than his income or wealth. Consequently, groups
belonging to what Article 115 of the Indian Constitution calls “socially
and educationally backward classes” have benefited from reservation
even though, in practice, many of these groups could not be regarded as
“backward”. This has meant that many of the benefits of reservation
have been captured by well-off groups from the depressed classes (for
example, chamars from the SC) while poorer groups from the
depressed (for example, bhangis from the SC) have failed to benefit.
