Students are required to download Parents' Consent Form from the TIAS website, fill the same,
get it signed from their parents and then submit it to their respective Class lncharges on or
before 03.09.2021.

On the basis of parents/ guardians consent, institute will issue class schedule to the students. No
student will be allowed to enter in the premises of the lnstitute without prior submission of their
respective consent form. Students are required to strictly follow the schedule as well as COVID-
19 guidelines issued.

2. M whereas, Delhi Didaster Management Authority hae ieguod Order No. 400 d,(ed
08 08.202 t vide which the permitted / prohibited / restrided ac{ivities shall be a8 per level8 ol alert
specified in the Graded Response Aclion Plan (GRAP) for effeclive managemenl of COVID-19 in NCT
of Delhi. Clause 14 of the said GRAP order also providss that DDMA may make neoeesary
amendmenls / modifications in respecl of aforesaid plan or any other activilios aB p€r tha tituation
assessed from time to time to meet exigenci* in the interest of management of COVID-19 siluation;

3. And whereas, Delhi Disaster Management Authority has i8sued Order No. 462 dalfd
21.08.202'l wilh regard to prohibitecurestricted activities with effecl fiom 24.08.2021 lo 31.@.2V21 in
the tenitory of NCT of Delhi;

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4. And whereas, the status of COVlD.lg in NCT of Delhi has again been revieu/ed and it has been
observed that though the overall number of COVID-1g patients & positivity rale has declined
considerably and the overall situation has improved, due caution and car6 has to be continued so lhat
adequate standards of COVID Appropriate Behavior conlinues lo be follor,ved and any such ac{iv(y,
that can lead to surge in cases, is allo,ved only after rigorous and due diligence.

5. Now, therefore, in exercise of porrers confened under sedion 22 of lhe Dbaster Management
Ac{, 2005, the un&rsigned, in his capacity as Chairperson, State Executive Committee, DDMA,
GNCTD, hereby direcrs that in the tenitory of NCT of Delhi (outside Containment Zones), the
prohibited/restric,ted ac'tivities shall be as specified in the Annexuro-A enclosed wilh this order, w'.f.

DELHI DISASTER iIANAGEiIENT AUTHORITY

1. The following activities shall ba prohibited throughout the NCT of D,alhi:

(i) All schools / institutes for students upto 8n class shall remain closed. Hourever, Schools,
Golleges, Educational / Coaching lnstihrtes, Skill Development & Training lnstihrtes, Ofier
Training lnstitutes, Libraries for the students kom class 96 ornvards, with maximum 5096 of
the seating capacity of classroom, are allowed to open in NCT of Oelhi subjed to slrid
compliance of SOP enclosed as Annexure-B. Online / distance leaming shall conlinue to
be permitted and should be encouraged.

(ii) All social / political / sports / entertainmenl I cxlltural /religious / fBtirral ,elated gathedrEs
and congregations.

(iii) Banquet Halls (except for maniages as per conditjon prescribed below in point No. 2).

The following activities shall be permitted with restrictions as specified below No
permission is required from any authority for undertaking the following permitted
activities:

(i) Restaurants are allowed upto 50% of the seating capacity

(ii) Bars are allowed upto 50% of the seating capacity.

(vii)

The owners of the Reslaurants and Bars shall be responsible for strict adherence to lhe
prescribed SOPs and all instructions / guidelines issued by Gol / GNCTD from time to time as
well as complianc€ of COVID Appropriate Behaviour (viz. wearing of masks, maantaining social
distancing, regular hand washing and use of sanitizer etc.) to contain the spread of COVID-19
virus. ln case, any violation is found, strict penal /criminal action shall be taken against the
owner of the restaurant / bar.

CinemayTheatersi/Multiplexes are allorved upto 50% of the seating capacity.

Auditoriums / Assembly Halls are alloired upto 50% of the seeting capacity.

Business to Business (B2B) exhibitions will be allowed only fol business visitors.

Transportation by Delhi Melro shall be allowed wilh 100% seating capacity of coactr. No
standing passenger shall be allowed.

Transportation by buses: lntra€tato (ryithin NCT of Delhi) morement d buses (DTC as rEll as
Cluster) shall be permitted with 100% seatirE capacity. ln the case of buses, boarding shall be
allowed only from the rear door while de-boading shall be allowed only from lhe trort door, i,lo
slanding passenger shall be allowed.

Public tEnsport such as Autos & s.rickshasB (upto 2 passengers) / Taxis, Cabs, Gramin Serva
& Phat phat Sewa (upto 2 passengers) / Maxi cab (upto 5 passengers) / RTV (upto 11
passengers) shall be allowed.

Funeral / last rites rclated gatherings shall be p6rmined wilh a ceiling of lm persons.

Meriege relaied gatherings shall be permitted with a ceiling of 100 pe6ons.

The owne6 of the banquet halls, maniage halls, hotels etc. shall be respoflsible for ensuilB
shic-l clmpliance of COVID Appropriate Behaviour (viz. wearing of masks. maintaining socid
disiancing, regular hand washing and use of sanitizer etc.) to contain the spread of Covlt>Ig
virus. ln case, any violation is found, strici Penal ,criminal action shall be taken 4eiEt fte

(xiii) SpaB wlll be petmitt€d to open sut ect to frollor,ving condilioN / rBtriciions:

a) There shall be strict compliance of the conditions specified in the Office Memorandum
dated 1Es November, 2O2O of MoH&FW in respect of Spas. Six (6) feet distance shall
be in general maintained betveen clients and employe$. lnsofar as the seNice
providers i.e., therapists etc. are concemed, they shall maintain all standards of
hygiane, masking etc., as set out below.

b) ln addition, considering the nature of services provided in spas, all employees in such
establishments shall undergo two dose of COVI$19 vaccination or fortnightly RTPCR
test, especially the therapists who are likely to come in close conlac{ with the clients.

c) All therapists and other employees, as also the visilors, shall be subjected to thermal
temperature checks and if anyone shows any symptoms, they would not be permitted

entry in the establishment.

d) All service providerc shall wear face shields and masks while providing therapy. For
treatnents which are longer than 30 minutes, a PPE kit should also be worn in addition.

e) Cl'rents should preferably wear masks to the extent possible, considering the nature of
services which are availed of.

0 All visitors/clients shall sign a declaration form to the efiect that they have not contrac{ed
COVID-1g and if they have, they have tested negative. The establishments are
permitted to take a written consent form accepling the risks that may be involved for
clientslvisitors.

g) Tools including clothing, other apparel, towels elc., used for clients shall be sanitized
after each and every treaEnent.

h) lt shall be ensured that hygienic conditions are maintained in the spas and oth6r
safeguards in force for salons shall also be adhered to by the 3pas.

The orvners of the Spas shall be responsible for ensuring strict compliance of aforesaid

conditions as well as COVID Appropnate Behaviour (viz. wearing ot masks, maintaining social

distancing, regular hand washing and use of sanitizer etc.) to contain the spread of COVlDlg
virus. ln case, any violation is found, stric{ penal /criminal aclion shall be taken against the
ou,ner of th€ Spa as well as against the individual and the premises shall be dosed brth,vith.

(xiv) All authorH ur€ekly markets shall be allorrod subiecl to the sffid complianc. of SOP (alreary

drculatad) and all instruclions / guidelines issued by Gol / GNCTD from time to time to contain

the spread of COVID-1g. No unauthorized weekly market shall be allo\rred to funclion. lf in case

it is found by any field offcer of DDMA that COVIO Appropriate Behaviour or pr6cribed SOPg /
Guideline8 are not being follo\,v€d in any Weekly Market then auch Weekly Market shall be

closed fortlnrittr by Districl Magistrate / zonal Deputy commissioner of Municipal Body

concemed without any loss of time 3o as to complstely avoid and prevent any upsurge and

lik€lihood of next wave in NCT of D'elhi.

This SOP outlines various precautionary measures to be adopted while the Schools,
Colleges, Educational / Coaching lnstitutes, Skill Development & Training lnstitutes, other

Tmining lnslitutes, Libraries elc. are opened for students in addition to compliance of
measures / guidelines issued by Govemment from time to time.

l. Readiness of Schools, College3, Educational / Goaching lnstituiee, Skill
D.velopment & Tralring lnstitut$, Other Training lrctitutes, Libraries etc.

i. Head of School / lnstitute should hold a meeting with SMC/PTA membeni to
HrefiA1he-Eadiness plan for opening of School, Colleges, Educational /

Coaching lnstitutes, Skill Developmenl & Training Institutes, Other Training lnstitutes,

Libraries etc. for students. SMC/PTA shouH encourage vaccination among the
parents.

ii. Heai of School / lnstitute are also advised to convene SMC/PTA meeting as and
en requrre o review the compliance of COVID protocols, attendance of

students and other confidence building measures.
Head of School / lnstitute to ensure thorough sanitization of the Schools,
Colleges, Educational / Coaching lnstitutes, Skill Development & Training lnstitutes,

Other Training lnstitutes, Libraries etc. premises and ensure adequate availability
of key supplies like thermal scanners, disinfectants, sanitizers, soaps, masks,
etc.
Head of School / lnstitute to ensure that all the eligible teaching & non{eaching
staff as well as support staff of the Schools, Colleges, Educational / Coaching
lnstitutes, Skill Development & Training lnstitutes, Other Training lnstitutes, Libraries
etc. are vaccinated and it should be done at the top priority.

Head of School / lnstitute to ensure that checklist (Annexure-2) be prepared on
daily basis.

tv
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2. Preparation and Guidelines for permittad activities.

i. Head of School / lnstitute to plan a Time-Table as per the capacity/occupanry limit of
the Classrooms/Labs following COVID appropriate behavior. The availability of
sufiicient wash basins/ washing area to provide proper arangement of hand washing
for the students should also be kept in mind while preparing the time table. Maximum
50oi students per classroom may be called depending upon the capacity / occupanry
limit for seating of the students to maintain proper social distance. As the situation
varies from school to school / college to college and lnstitute to lnstitute, the
schedule of the Schools, Colleges, Educationel / Coaching lnstilutes/ Libraties etc.
may be staggered to avoid crowding in tlq Classroorns &-at the main entrance/exit
gate. The Lunci breaks may also be staggered to avoid crowding of students and
held preferably in an open area particularly as the students will be removing their
masks while having food.



ii. Head of School / lnstitute is also advised to use all the entry/exit gates of the

schools, colleges, Educational / coaching lnstitutes, skill Developmcnt E Training

tnstitutes, Other Training lnstiMes, Libraries etc' building to avoid crowding at the titne

of entry and exit of students. There should be a gap of at leasl 01 hour betuveen exit

of last group of Moming shift and entry of first group of Evening shifr in double shifted

schools /colleges. Similarly all other Educational / Coaching lnstih.rtes shall maintain

a gap between batches / shifts. Help of volunteers may be taken to avoid crowding

and maintaining of covlD Appropdate Behavior (cAB) at the entry/exit gates of the

building / premises.

iii. Students may be guided not to share lunch, books, copies and stationery items etc'

iv. Sfudents, teachers and employeee llving in the containment zone will not bo

ellowed to come to Schools, Colleges, Educational / Coaching lnstitubs' Sklll

t ,ev.lopmert & Trainlng lnstitute3, Other Tralnlng lnatitutes, Libtarigs etc'

v. Heads of School /lnstihrte are also advised lo ensure the following:

) lncreased facility for cleaning and sanitization especially in common areas and
high touch surfaces.

D Proper and regular cleaning and sanilization of class rooms.
) Sanitizing facility should be available at the entry gates.

D Provision for adequate soap (solid, liquid), wash basin and running water in all
washrooms.

D Seating anangement should be done in such a way that seaUchair are occupied in

altemate manner.
) Sufiicient availability of thermal scanners, sanitizers, disinfectants and masks etc.
> All vehicles (buses, vans etc.) used for transportation of students / stafi should be

sanitized regularly and Head of School / lnstitute shall ensure that all eligible
transportation staff (driver, attendant etc.) are vaccinated and it should be done at
the top priority.

3, Regardlng Vaccination and Ration Dletibudon centee running in schools

The area or part of the school / lnstitute building being used for the Vaccination or
Ration Dislribution should be properly separated/ demarcated from the arealpart of the
school / lnstitute building that will be used for Academic Activities. ln this regard,
District Administration shall cordon off the area demarcated for the Vaccination or
Ration Distribution Center, make separate Entry/Exit for lhis purpose and deploy
suffcient number of Civil Defense Volunteers to avoid mingling of students with the
persons coming to Vaccination or Ration Disfibution Centers.

4. Coun3e,ang / Guldance Program

5. Hoaltlr & Safety Guidellnes

i. Stafi should be deployed at the entry gates to ensure that no symptromatic

studenusffi/guest enter the scfiool / lnstitute campus.

ii. Mandatory Thennal Screening at school / lnstitute entry gates. No student, teachers,
stiaff or guest should be allowed to enter the school / lnstitr.rte prcmises without
proper thermal scanning.

iii. No entry for any studenu stafi/ guest without mask on the face in a proper way.

iv. Compulsory hand sanitization at entrance of school / lnstihrte, Class Room, Labs,
Library and Public Utility etc.

v. Proper ventilation in all the classrooms and covered places should be ensured.

6. Parental Consent
i. The Head of School / lnstitute should ensure that students aftend the school /

lnstitub with written consent of their parents (Annsxur€-{ ).
ii. lf the child or any of the family members shorc COVID symptoms, parents should

avokl sending the child to the school / lnstitute.
iii. Perents should be advised not to send their ward to school / lnstitute if he/she is

sufiering from any critical illness,/ comorbidity.

7. Dally Symptoms Check Guidelines

People with COVID-19 have reported a wide variety of symptoms ranging ftom mild to
severe illness. These include:

Fever or chills
Cough

Shorhess of breath or diffculg in braa$ing
Fatigue
Muscle or body aches
Headache
Loss of tast6 or smell
Sore throat

lf a student or staff member shows any of the above symptoms whilst at the school /
lnstitute, they should be moved away from other people and into an outdoor / rvell
ventilated space/ quarantine room. Teachers are also directed to report the Head of
School / Head of lnstitute immediately if any student in their class found with COVID
symptoms.

8. Quarantine Room

The Head of school / lnstitute should ensure availability of a Quaranline Room in the
school / lnstitute in case of any emergency.

9, Face Mask Guidelines
i. All members of school / lnstitute must rvear a mask in the proper way.
ii. Head of Scfiool / Head of lnstitute to ensure that spare masks are available in

school / lnstitute.

'10. Physical Distencing Guidelines

All School / lnstitute authorities have to maintain physical distancing at all times by
ensuring that students do not assemble or gather near entry/ exit gates of the school /
Institute.

ll.Campus Guest Pollcy

Routine guest visits should be discouraged. However, during emergency, parent's visit
with proper COVID Appropriato Behavior (CAB) protocol may be permitted.

l2.Awareness Drive

Posters / standees on preventive measures about COVID-1g to be displayed at all
prominent places like class rooms, washrooms, parking, entry and exit etc. to ensure
COVID Appropriate Behavior (CAB) like physical distancing and mask guidelines etc.
Students should also be made aware of this through available online modes.
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
