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Plan of action on Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat in Hisher Educetional
institutions

It has been decided in the meeting in pMo that the Ek Bharat
Shreshtha Bharat (EBSB) should be intensified and spread to the all the
Higher Educational lnstitutions in the Country with special emphasis on
the following institutions:

A) All Central Universities (40) (Action: JS CU)
B) All NlTs (32) (Action: Addt DG)
C)All llTs (23) (Action: AS TE)
D) Other Central lnstitutions (5) (Action: JS A)
E)All RUSA funded State Universities/Colleges (Action: RUSA unit)
F) All AlCl-E regulated colleges (Action: Chairman AICTE)

Programrne of action fo[ EBSB ::

Every year, at least (50) students of a HEI in one State will travel and
spend 10 days in the paired institution of the paired State" (The pairing
of States would be intimated in due course). The purpose would be to
learn the language, culture, living styles, festivals, social customs, food
habits and such other aspects of the social and cultural affairs of the
paired State. The contingent would be led by one or more teachers who
will be responsible for the proper organisation of the visit and also for the
safety of the students.

The organisation of the student exchange would be done in the following
manner.-
a) ldentification of the contingent: Students in each institution may be
invited to participate in a competition, such as a quiz regarding paired
State. Such students who have exhibited rnirrimiim knowiecige and
understanding of the paired State should be selected.
b) Conduct of the visit:- The visit will be done in accordance with the
dates agreed with the paired institution. Since lndian Railways is
expected to give concession for the movement of students under EBSB,
it is advised to use the Railways for movement of students to the extent
possible. The visiting students would be housed in the hostels of the
paired institution. Suitable facilities should be provided by the paired
institution for this purpose. The contingent will not only interact with the
local students, but would also fan out to visit historical sites, villages
around the institution and would learn the language of the paired State,
They would also learn the dance and customs of the paired State. Each
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of the learning process shourd be properry. documented through photos,videos, write-ups etc.
c) Preparins reports: Each member of the visiting contingents isexpected to focus on one aspect of the culture of the State which hasbeen visited; and prepare a smail write-up ;i"il with photographs within30 days from the date of return from the visit.d) Dissemination: The report so prepared wourd be printed andshould be shared using sociar medla accounts rike Facebook and
Iy,It:r,-duly tagging the social media accounts of the Ministry, andEBSB' Apart from above, they will share the findings of the visit with thelarger auciience in the college.

one institution in every State with adequate infrastructure would beidentified to conduct EBSB Youth Festival in which all the Universities(and their affiliatecj colleges) in their State, and all Universities andaffiliated colleges in the plireo State, should be invited to participate invarious cultural and sports competitions. similarly, wherever there isTECH festival in llTs etc. there could be special events with the paired
State.

ln every state, about (50) teachers wourc, be serected (bv the RUSASlaleCqordinater) for exchange visit to the pri*oGi;;.t"fffi*o ,5-selected should have in-depth- knowledge of the culture, music, danceand life style of their state. The teachers' visit wourd be organised bythe paired State RUSA unit, and should facilitate talks and in variousHEls of the state covering as many institutions as possiote.

All Higher Educational lnstitutions in each State should organisescreening of the films of the paired State for which the institutions shouldmake suitable arrangements.

ln every centrar rnstitution rike ilT, Nrr, cU, who are having students
from various parts of the country, there shall be (10) EBSB days per
year @ 1 day per every month depicting the culture of the paired State.
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During these days, there shall be food, curturar demonstrations of thepaired states arong with screening of popurar firms in both thelanguages.
