Report: 

A webinar was organized on 13.09.2021 by Training and Placement Cell under the ambit of Capability Enhancement Scheme on the topic, CAT Vs GMAT vs GRE. The speaker was Mr. Navneet Anand, Head MBA Division, Career Launcher. The speaker made the students understand to develop a right career path for themselves and should plan what to do after BBA in sync with their goal. He discussed the scope and opportunities of MBA in India. The speaker stated that CAT, GMAT and GRE assess the potential of candidates interested in applying to various programs of Masters and Doctoral. India takes CAT for the candidates who are interested in pursuing management education as a mandatory, while those who are interested for management education from abroad or in premier Indian b-schools take the GMAT and GMAT SCore is accepted by more than 6000 programs approximately. GRE is accepted by thousands graduate and business Universities/colleges/schools. He explained that profile building is very important for the candidates who are aspiring to get admission in premier institutions. 
He further elaborated that the skills tested on the three tests are those that the candidate has developed over a period of time, and that the skills tested on the three tests are by far the same, but the depth of understanding of concepts and the manner in which the concepts are tested varies from one test to the other. He exemplified by elaborating that writing skills are not tested in CAT, but GMAT and GRE have an Analytical Writing (AW) section. The GMAT has one writing task while the GRE has two writing tasks. He described

He also elaborated its is the pattern of the tests, the duration of the test, sections of the test and navigation permission, maximum score/score range, and the marking scheme. He aslo discussed about the preparation strategy for all the three tests.
