The positive sign was the students' 

including the NSS Volunteers concentration and eagerness towards the problems caused by 

AIDS by demonstrating placards in regard to stay safe from this deadly disease.  The theme this 

year „Ending the HIV/AIDS Epidemic: Resilience and Impact‟ will be focused on creating global 

solidarity and providing resilient services. A poster-making competition was also organized in 

which the students prepared descriptive posters and made videos demonstrating their posters. 

These videos were shared through online modes in order to spread knowledge about HIV myths 

and promote its prevention.
