Fr:i- instanci:, !n Tennis, the
selection is L:ased on stamina. In basketball, on the other hand, it depends on the
student's ability tc, dribble and do a lay-up. Some sports are tougher to get selected
into as compared to others. Racquet sports, for instance, see tough competition
owing to restrictions due to infrastructure.
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Practice sessions usually star-L after Quiz 1. Practices are held for about 2 hrs twice a
week in ths: odd semester and thrice a week in the even semester. The criterion for
passing is a minimum of 850/o attendance. Note that the player's performance has
absolutely no say in'passing'.
