He discussed that finance 

professionals are deployed for Quantitative & Analytical Roles that include data 

scientist, data analyst, risk management analysis, or for client facing roles like 

Financial Analyst, Public Wealth Manager, Investment Consultant; Transaction-

Focused  Roles Like Investment Banker/Strategist, Stock Broker, Sales And 

Trading, Portfolio Manager, Private Equity Associate, Chief Investment Officer 

etc.  He also described the meaning and responsibilities of "front office", "middle 

office" or "back office" in financial job descriptions. He further elaborated the 

desired skillsets for financial domain like interpersonal skills, analytical 

competencies, financial & business knowledge, communication skills, teamwork, 

persuasion & negotiation skill etc. He described the avenues of such jobs in 

abroad also and discussed the different certification program which would help 

the students to get job in finance domain in abroad especially USA. At the same 

time he told the students that upon acquiring the desired skills and knowledge 

one can work as consultant or can run own financial consulting firm.
