Another stalwart of Indian theatre is Habib 
Tanvir, who was a playwright, director, and actor. 
Tanvir is best known for popularising the 
Chhattisgarhi language through his plays. He 
founded the Naya Theatre Company in Bhopal, 
which produced plays in regional languages and 
helped rural theatre reach a wider audience. 
Tanvir's plays, such as "Charandas Chor" and 
"Agra Bazar," were popular for their use of 
folklore and satire.

Another stalwart of Indian 
theatre is Habib Tanvir, who is widely regarded as 
the father of modern Hindi theatre. Born in Raipur, 
Chhattisgarh, in 1923, Tanvir was a playwright, 
director, and actor, whose plays were deeply rooted 
in Indian folklore and mythology.
