According to the report by the Centre 
for Monitoring Indian Economy, the 
unemployment rate has inclined up to 
8.11% as of April 2023

Creating jobs for a country with 
such a large population has always 
been a difficult task for all stakeholders 
and governments. Unemployment in 
India is a complex issue influenced by a 
myriad of factors which includes rapid 
population growth, The growth rate of 
the Indian population is a whopping 
0.81% annually due to which the Indian 
economy has struggled to generate 
enough employment opportunities to 
keep up with the increasing population. 
Also, the sheer size of the population 
exhorts significant pressure on the job 
m a r k e t .  I t  b e c o m e s  a  h i g h l y 

challenging task for the economy to 
c r e a t e  e n o u g h  n e w  j o b s  t o 
accommodate the growing number of 
individuals entering the workforce each 
year, especially when economic growth 

is not commensurate with population 
growth. The rapid population growth 
places strain on essential resources and 
infrastructure due to insufficient 
investment in various sectors like 
healthcare, education, housing and 
transportation. The employment 
generation capacity of the sectors is 
getting affected significantly. Another 
main problem related to Skyrocketing 
unemployment in India is youth

unemployment in India is climbing 
sharply, posing a serious threat to the 
economic growth of the country. 
According to the data from the 
International labour organisation 
(ILO), the youth unemployment rate of 
India as of 2022 is 23.22% which is a 
serious concern.
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an is a social animal .He Mc a n n o t  l i v e  a l o n e ; 
association with others 

makes for self -realisation. He has an 
instinctive sense of identity with his 
fel low men. He has a sense of 
completeness and importance when he 
feels that he is a part of universal human 
life. Egoism or self-centred existence 
l eads  to  h i s  unhapp iness .  The 
brotherhood of men is the supreme goal 
of humanity. Nature meant all men to be 
equal and integral with others. It is 
Nature's holy plan that men should live 
in close unity and solidarity and in 
unison with Nature. 

But Nature's holy plan has been 
defeated by men. The poet laments what 
man has made of man. Wordsworth 
mourns man's inhumanity to man and 
deplores man's separation from Nature. 
Modern industrial civilization has 
sundered man's relationship with 
Nature and has caused a division among 
men. Artificial barriers have been set up 
to dissolve the cohesion of the Family of 
Men. Casteism, parochialism, linguism, 
nationalism, provincialism are man's 
creations which are responsible for the 
schism among humanity. The generous 
impulses, genial feelings and innate 
good will have been eroded and men are 
now engaged in cut –throat competition 
for power, help and influence. Malice 
and Prejudice prevail over the world 
and man has virtually been turned into 
an enemy of man. 

In this milieu of separatism, malice 
and animosity, literature has a big role to 
play. Literature is not divorced from the 
life and has close relation with the 

society in which it is made. Moreover, 
the poets, novelists and dramatists are 
called upon to fulfill a social function. A 
writer who is cooped up in the ivory 
tower of his private emotions and 
experiences does not discharge his 
social obligation. A great writer imbues 
his readers with a sense of identity with 
his fellow men. He does not do it 
directly and didactically _ but he treats 
his subjects – matter in such a way as to 
inspire his fellow men with a sense of 
unity and purpose. A novelist or 
dramatist delineates the relationship of 
men and women in a sympathetic and 
perceptive manner so that the readers 
feel a kinship with the struggling and 
suffering humanity.

George Eliot defines the social 
function of art: “Art is a mode of 
amplifying experience and extending 
our contact with our fellow men beyond 
the bounds of personal lot”. The writer 
seeks to impress the readers with the 
sympathies of the readers. The only 
effect that a great writer seeks to 
produce is that those who read them 
should be better able to imagine and 
feel the pains and joys of those who 
differ from themselves in everything 
but the broad fact of being struggling 
erring human creatures. Shakespeare is 
the most impersonal of all writers. But 
his plays show man's moral struggle in 
the world. He presents the spectacle of 
struggling erring humanity in such a 
way as to evoke pity and admiration for 

them. The readers feel a sense of 
identity with the character and are 
imbued with a sense of unity with their 
fellowmen. A great writer is inspired by 
a higher morality by virtue of his broad 
vision derived from his freedom from 
orthodox restraints and sectarian 
motives. It is the human solidarity that 
is at the heart of the moral concern of 
great writers. Tolstoy observes: “Art is a 
great matter. Art is an organ of human 
life transmitting man's reasonable 
perception into feeling…….. In our age, 
the common religious perception of 
man is the consciousness of the 
brotherhood of man – We know that the 
well –being of man lies in union with his 
fellowmen.” It is by sympathetic 
delineation of characters through their 
inevitable confrontations and contrasts, 
by exploring the areas of their minds 
and by exposing the secrets and 
mysteries of their mental responses that 
the writer translates the idea of 
solidarity with sense of solidarity with 
the others and thereby knowing their 
condition. This is the essential purpose 
of characterization with Shakespeare, 
George Eliot, Thomas Hardy, Conrad, 
etc. In 'King Lear' Shakespeare depicts 
the gradual awakening of self. Lear at 
the beginning is wrapped up with a 
sense of fellowship with others. 
Wordsworth rightly observes: “Art 
should bind together by feeling and 
passion the vast empire of human 
society”.

Apart from the social and moral 
function of art, the poets and other 
writers have always prepared the lesson 
of human unity. It is ever recalling to our 
erring minds the basic fact, “one touch 
of Nature maketh the whole world kin”. 
The poets are making us alive to the 
great truth that we are all the same 
'suffering and enjoying human beings”. 
Shakespeare shows all human beings 
akin in spirit. For him king is but a man , 
the Jew has eyes and feelings just like a 
Christian and the proud man, dressed in 
brief little authority is like a an angry 
ape. He has pulled down so-called great 
men from their higher pedestal and 
placed them in the same position with 
the common men.  Shelly has the 
ecstatic vision of the equality of man:

Equal, unclassed, tribeless and 
nationless,

Exempt from awe, worship, degree 
the king 

Over himself, just gentle, wise, but 
man.

 Tennyson has the poetic dream of 
the Parliament of Men where all men's 
good shall be each man's rule, and “the 
kindly earth shall slumber, lapt in the 
universal law of love”. Rabindranath in 
all his writings has enjoined on his 
universal brotherhood of man. By 
Sahitya he means “Sahitabodha,” man's 
sense of togetherness with all his 
fellowmen. Thus literature has always 
made us alive to the importance of 
human unity, It is consummation 
devoutly to be wished, although it is a 
far-off cry. Men cannot live in peace and 
plenty unless this human unity is 
achieved. 

The threats of war, the menace of 
i n e q u a l i t y  a n d  t h e  h o r r o r  o f 
sectarianism have made life insecure 
and unhappy. The cause of unity and 
fraternity of mankind can be fostered 
and promoted only by the deep study of 
world literature. No politicians and 
thinkers can bring about this unity and 
equality among humanity who are 
sundered by artificial barriers and man-
made distinctions.

F inancia l  l i te racy includes 
understanding different financial 
instruments, such as stocks, bonds, 
ETFs, and creating an investment plan.

In 
today's world there are many banks 
which provide financial service, above 
60 years old. Usually many banks give 
financial advice between 18-50years. 
As a relationship manager of private 
sector banks give false information 
regarding to different investment 
scheme to older ones due to taking out 
their money. 

Human behavior helps us to 
understand how financial decisions 

around things like investments, 
payments, risk, and personal debt, are 
greatly influenced by human emotion, 
biases, and cognitive limitations of the 
mind in processing and responding to 
information. 

I visited a branch of private bank 
in India on Saturday afternoon; I 
noticed that most of the (RMs) 
relationship managers selling packaged 
financial products, i.e. synthetic 
instruments in other words financial 
instruments that are engineered to 
simulate other instruments while 
altering key characteristics, like 
duration and cash flow. 

Well if take a closure look to what 
RMs is saying make some sense and I 
found that little of its genuine advice: 
most of it is promotional literature 
disguised as financial advice. One of 
the greatest examples of mis-selling by 
financial intermediaries in India has 
been Unit Linked Insurance Plans 
(ULIPs). Before going on further what 
does investment mean? Investment 
classified into two groups financial and 
non-financial. 

Financial Investment refers to 
interest bearing or dividend yielding 
assets such as stocks, bends, shares and 
other forms of securities, traded in the 
stock market. On the other hand, Non-
financial investment refers to buildings, 
equipment and machinery investment 
or what is generally described as real 
investments. The primary objective of 

this study is to investigate various 
factors that affect the investment 
decisions of individual. In 2004 
Kadiyala and Rau revealed that 
investors usually react to corporate 
a c c o u n t i n g  i n f o r m a t i o n  e v e n t 
announcement. 

T h e y  a l s o  c o n c l u d e d  t h a t 
accounting information such as 
financ ia l  s t a t ement s ,  expec ted 
c o r p o r a t e  e a r n i n g s  a n d  p a s t 
performance of stock found to be very 
affecting investor decision to invest in 
stock market. As we are discussing so 
much about stock market above so what 
do you understand by stock market? 
The stock market broadly refers to the 
collection of exchanges and other 
venues where the buying, selling, and 
issuance of shares of publicly held 
companies take place.

predicted that if AI starts creating 
stronger AI than human programmers, 
the end result would be "machines 
whose intelligence exceeds ours by 
more than ours exceeds that of snails." 
Elon Musk considers and has warned 
that the greatest existential threat to 
humanity is AGI. He has claimed that 
attempts to accomplish it resemble 
"summoning the demon." He even 
voiced worry that his friend and Google 
co - founde r  La r ry  Page  wou ld 
unintentionally create something "evil" 
despite his best efforts.

Mass surveillance : Mass monitoring. Digital privacy has been destroyed 
as a result of huge tech businesses using AI widely. China's social credit system 
extends that surveillance to all facets of life, not just the digital one, by assessing 
the behaviour and dependability of its residents and exerting severe control over 
its people. Many people worry that the introduction of Covid-19 passports is the 
first step towards implementing this kind of control throughout the Western 
world.

 Modern warfare : AI might make the difference between winning and 
losing in the following major conflict. Modern warfare will be won or lost by 
technology thanks to unmanned underwater vehicles, constellations of 
intelligent robotic gadgets, drones, robots, and precision-guided missiles. 
Robots could replace warriors because they follow instructions far more 
accurately, quickly, and powerfully than humans.

 Massive job losses : According to Udacity CEO Gabe Dalporto, a billion 
workers would lose their jobs as a result of AI by the year 2030, and the Covid-19 
pandemic has only expedited this trend. These broad job losses may be 
comparable in scope to the decline in agricultural labour during the 1900s in the 
US and Europe. This technological tendency will, unfortunately, inevitably lead 
to greater inequality and a concentration of power in the hands of a select few.

 Socioeconomic inequality : The pay gap between middle-skill and high-
skill labour will be large as a result of the loss of millions of low- to medium-skill 
jobs. The U.N. reports that "the share of income going to the top 1% of the global 
population increased in 46 out of 57 countries with data," and that "71% of the 
world's population live in countries where inequality has grown." It's not too far-
fetched to imagine a scenario in which there is a class-based division between 
the masses who labour for algorithms, a privileged technology class that creates 
and educates algorithmic systems, and an extremely wealthy aristocracy that 
owns the algorithms.
