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Subject: Conferment of a status/privilege/recognition to HEIs-regarding.

Respected Madam/Sir,

As you are aware that the UGC Act, 1956 mandates the Commission to take all such steps as it
may think fit for the promotion and coordination of university education and for the determination
and maintenance of standards of teaching, examination, and research in universities.

In pursuance of the mandate, UGC issues regulations, guidelines, public notices, frameworks,
etc. from time to time. The Universities/ Higher Education Institutions are required to implement
and maintain the standards prescribed by the UGC.

The proposals of Universities/Higher Education Institutions for conferment of a
status/privilege/recognition e.g., graded autonomy, autonomous college, fitness for grants, deemed to
be universities, recognition under 2(f), etc. are considered by the Commission in terms of the
Regulations covering the subject.

The Commission in its 572nd meeting has decided to take into account the relevant information
available with the UGC or made available to the UGC by other regulatory
bodies/organizations/Governments, etc. while considering the proposal of a University/HEI for
conferment of a status/privilege/recognition for a better implementation of the standards.

An indicative list of such information is enclosed at Annexure.

This is to bring the decision of the Commission to the notice of the Universities/HEIs.
