National Youth Day is observed on 12t of January every year on the birthday of Swami Vivekananda. In 1984,

the Government of India declared the day as the National Youth Day and since 1985 the event is celebrated in
India every year.

It is celebrated as an opportunity for the government and others to draw attention to youth concerning issues
in the nation. Believing that rekindling the eternal message of Swami Vivekanad’s philosophy would personify
the eternal energy of the youth, it was thus further decided by the Government of India to involve youth’s
positive energy to direct and guide it towards a greater cause, for the nation.
