2- Noise Pollution- Cultural significance 

3- Air Pollution - Limited positive aspects 

 

Both air and noise pollution have significant 

drawbacks, but acknowledging the limited and 

context-specific potential benefits of noise allows 

for a more balanced discussion. Our goal should 

be to minimize or eliminate the negatives while 

recognizing the importance of responsible sound 

management and cultural preservation. By striving 

for comprehensive solutions and promoting 

environmental responsibility, we can work 

towards a healthier and more sustainable future.
