Recommendations: The syllabus of Basics of Radio programming and production
(203) and Radio jockeying and News reading (207) are quite similar. Similarly, syllabus of
Basics of video camera, light and sound (205) and Video editing (209) are similar. It has been
recommended that these subjects should be merged.

Other members recommended that Digital studios should be available for the students. Apart
from this, technical equipment i.e. teleprompter, video editing software, separate media room,
ICT enabled classroom and digital cameras should also be made available so that students can
apply classroom learning for practical exposure. On this recommendation it has been made clear
that institute already have above mentioned technical equipment.
