The NSS Unit of Tecnia Institute of Advanced 
Studies undertook a meaningful and compassionate 
outreach initiative by organizing an essential 
distribution drive at Bhalswa Dairy, a densely 
populated area in North-West Delhi known for its 
socio-economically disadvantaged community. 
The activity focused on providing school essentials 
such as books, stationery, and candies to 
underprivileged children in the locality, aiming to 
support their educational journey and bring smiles 
to their faces. 

Preparation and Planning 

The success of the event was rooted in careful 
planning and active participation. A week prior to 
the activity, NSS volunteers began collecting 
donations in the form of new and gently used 
books, notebooks, pens, pencils, erasers, rulers, 
and other school essentials. Contributions were 
also made by faculty members, students, and well-
wishers, reflecting the spirit of collective 
responsibility and compassion. 

A team of volunteers surveyed the Bhalswa Dairy 
area to identify the children who would benefit 
most from the drive. The list of essentials was then 
compiled based on the needs observed during the 
visit. In addition to school supplies, packets of 
candies and chocolates were added to the kits to 
bring joy and create a friendly connection with the 
children. 

 

The Day of the Event 

On the day of the event, around 10 NSS 
volunteers, under the guidance of faculty 
coordinators, reached the Bhalswa Dairy area . The 
children, who had already gathered in anticipation, 
were warmly greeted by the volunteers. A short 
introductory session was held to explain the 
purpose of the event and to encourage the children 
to continue their education with dedication. 

Each child received a thoughtfully packed kit 
containing: 

 Exercise books and storybooks 

 Pencil box (with pens, pencils, erasers, 
sharpener, ruler) 

 Colouring materials for creative 
development 

 Candy packets and chocolates 

The volunteers ensured that the distribution 
process was orderly and inclusive. They interacted 
individually with the children, asking them about 
their classes, interests, and aspirations. Some 
children shared their dreams of becoming teachers,

These activities helped build a rapport between the 
volunteers and the children, fostering an 
atmosphere of warmth, acceptance, and 
encouragement. For many of the volunteers, it was 
an eye-opening experience that highlighted the 
transformative power of education and empathy.
