Ragging for new students

As part of the Deeksharambh Induction Program 2025, the Cultural 

Club, in collaboration with the Student Welfare Committee, organized a 

powerful and engaging Nukkad Natak on Anti-Ragging on 7
th

 August 

2025. The event aimed at spreading awareness among newly admitted 

students regarding the seriousness of ragging, its consequences, and the 

institutional mechanisms available to protect them. With the beginning of 

the new academic session, it was essential to reassure first-year students 

that the institution is committed to maintaining a safe, inclusive, and 

respectful environment. 

The play began with an introduction to student life and the transition 

challenges faced by freshers. Through humour, emotional scenes, and 

realistic portrayals, the performers highlighted how seemingly harmless 

teasing or bullying can escalate into severe psychological trauma. The 

narrative emphasized the importance of empathy and mutual respect, 



 
 

portraying the journey of a new student who initially faces fear and 

hesitation but eventually finds support through peers, mentors, and 

institutional frameworks. 

A significant portion of the natak addressed the legal and disciplinary 

consequences of ragging, referencing UGC Anti-Ragging Regulations. 

The actors demonstrated how students can report incidents confidentially 

and how immediate action is taken by authorities. The depiction of the 

anti-ragging helpline, committee structure, and support system reassured 

the audience about the seriousness with which complaints are handled. 

The simplicity and rawness of the street-play format made the message 

easily understandable and emotionally impactful. The performers used 

strong dialogues, rhythmic claps, and expressive movements to capture the 

attention of the large student gathering. The natak also included interactive 

segments where students were encouraged to respond to questions about 

safe campus culture, making the experience more engaging. 

Faculty members from the Student Welfare Committee addressed the 

audience after the performance, reinforcing the themes conveyed in the 

play. They reminded students that ragging in any form—verbal, physical, 

or psychological—is strictly prohibited and punishable. They emphasized 

that the institution values diversity, dignity, and equal respect for all. 

The event witnessed enthusiastic participation, with students expressing 

that the natak helped them understand the issue more effectively than 

formal lectures or presentations. Many shared that they felt more confident 

and reassured about seeking help if needed. The positive feedback received 

from both first-year and senior students highlighted the success of the 

initiative. 

The Nukkad Natak served as a meaningful and impactful medium to 

cultivate awareness and encourage responsible behaviour among students. 

It strengthened the message that the campus stands united against ragging 

and is dedicated to fostering a welcoming atmosphere for all.
